Emergency Overview

Physical Description & Colour: Intensely blue coloured liquid.

Odour: Characteristic glutaraldehyde odour.

Major Health Hazards: irritating to eyes, respiratory system and skin, harmful if swallowed, possible skin
sensitiser. Occupational asthma and/or rhinitis have been indicated in a number of workers exposed to
glutaraldehyde. The results of more recent assays have generally shown that glutaraldehyde is mutagenic in vitro. In
vivo tests to date have been negative. Consequently, glutaraldehyde does not meet the criteria for classification as a
mutagen. NICNAS has compiled a report on the occupational uses and effects of glutaraldehyde and this may be

Section 3 - Composition/Information on Ingredients

This is a commercial product whose exact ratio of components may vary slightly. Minor quantities of other non
hazardous ingredients are also possible.

The SWA TWA exposure value is the average airborne concentration of a particular substance when calculated over a normal 8 hour working day
for a 5 day working week. The STEL (Short Term Exposure Limit) is an exposure value that may be equalled (but should not be exceeded) for no

longer than 15 minutes and should not be repeated more than 4 times per day. There should be at least 60 minutes between successive exposures
at the STEL. The term "peak "is used when the TWA limit, because of the rapid action of the substance, should never be exceeded, even briefly.

Section 4 - First Aid Measures

General Information:

Section 6 - Accidental Release Measures

Accidental release: In the event of a major spill, prevent spillage from entering drains or water courses. Wear full
protective clothing including eye/face protection.

Potential Health Effects

Persons sensitised to glutaraldehyde should avoid contact with this product.

Inhalation:
